ho reported the following observations s 10:0C aa EDT on
North, 72° 2b}* West.
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1. On & Aug 50 at 10 am my ship, vhile oo & hcading of 2459 trus, with & muooth ses and
clear weather, viaibility 1b milea, baroneter rcading 30.03, vas urdcrvay from Walton,
Nova Beotia, {0 an Zast Coast US port. I was in the chart room Just aft the bridge
when Third Mate, vho was at mid-dridge checking the ccmpass, shouted that there vas &
lying object off the starboard bov. I immediately ascended the .onning tower and by
this time the object was on our starboard beam. It vas traveling on & reciprocal |
course to ours about 50 or 100 feet sbove the water at an estimated speed of over . '
25 mph. From the conning tover I observed it vith my binoculars for & perfod of = ~ -
approximately a minute and a half vhen 1t disappeared into the borizon in & north-
ecasterly direction. I would estimate that the closcst it approached my ship was one
thousand feet and it was an ovular, cylindrical shaped object the like of vhich X have
pever seen before. The object wvas quite small and I would Judge that Ste diameter
was approximately 10 feet. It had dopth dut to vhat extent I vas unabdble to observe,
The ohject made no noisg and as it passcd abeam cur ship, it appcarcd o pick up
considerable speed, It vas not flying smoothly but imprcescd me as having & churning
or a rotary motion. I had a shiny sluminum color and sparklcd in the sunlight,
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2. I was on the main deck, port eide, Just forwvard of the dridg~ vhea the Third Hate
shouted there vas an odject on our starboard btowv. I looked off to the starboard and
sav an object of elliptic shape looking like half an egg cut lengthvise traveling at
a great rate of speed on & course reeiprocal to our ovn. I imediately ran to the
stern, port side, and vith my glasscs was sble to obaerve the object disappearing into
the horizon. Trom the time I vas first alertcd to {ts presence wntil {t diasppeared
from sight, 15 seconds elapsed, I beliecve that 1t wans traveling at a tremendous rata
of spced, posaidbly faster than 500 rph. During the tine I sav i1t vas approximately
70 feet off the water and I Judpe it vas approximatsly 10 ntles svay. I clesrly saw
its shadov on thn wvater, 1 last otscrved it ofl the starboar! quarier and {t seemnd
to be increasin its specd and ascerding., It hal an ¢llipti~ shep~ anl I could clear-
ly see that {2 hed thre> dimensfons. It wobbleld in the air, nrlde no nolse, and vas
s metallic vhite 4n color. The lencth vas approxirately six 2ims the dreadth and its
belly had a depth of possidly 5°',
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t 10:00 am on b A as I vas checking the cntpass at nid-bridge through a bridge
:ort boleg I obscmug ?nylnc object off the starboard bow. I immediately shouted
to the Gaprain vho was in the chart roor and the Chief Jate who vas below on the
port deck, of my observation end vent out or the flylng bridge nyself. The oblect
was approximately 70" above the horizon at a distance of 12 miles. It cae tovard
ug then ran on a course rcciprocal to ours and turncd off into the horizon in the
portheast. I clearly sav its shadov on the water. My impression of the object vas
that it was elliptical, ' mot unlike a Japancse diamond box kite in shape. I
have no idea of its size but the loncth vos about six times the breadth and it had
a depth of from two to five feet. It made no noise and was traveling st a tremendous
rate of apeed. An 1% traveled through the ain 1t made a spimning or wobbly motlom.
After {t disappoared in the horizon, I saw it reappear several seconds later, as-
cending at an cven faster spced then vhen I {irst obscrved ft. I have no jdea vhat
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., this object was, I never sav anything comparable te 1t before, and 1t was one of the

" nmost frightening cxperiences I have cver had. I rouchly estimate that the objeet
traveled 28 miles during the 15 scconds I had it under observation.

Follector's ¥atei The Chief abd Third Mates wers interviewed on 8 August by two
telligwrvw Officers, The Captain, who was absent at that time, uas intervieved
on 9 Augunat by only one of the two fnt&lligmcc Officers, In describing the
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oceurrence, the Chief and Third Mates reemscted their bahaviocur at the tims of
eighting, and the period from the time the Chief Mate saw tha object absam wmtil he
reached the after deck and eaw it disappear off thes starboard quarter was timed at

15 meconds, In laying the angles of observution out on a chart and assuxdng the
object vas ten miles distant and taking the tims into account, it is evidemt it was
oertainly traveling at a very Mgk rate of speed, vhich approximated 400 to 500 miles
per hour, It wiTl be noted that there is & tremendous discrepancy bstiween the
Captain®s estimate of the speed and the estimate of the two officers which ocould.not
be sxplained as they vere vary careful in making their statements and asserted that
their observations had been gorrect., All three men wers quite evidently very wuch
upast by the sighting. 4Aside from the disorepancies, 4t was quite svident to the
Intelligence Officers wvho interviewed these men tiat they had certainly seen some
very wusual object which they could not identify but wae just as certainly not any
oonventional type of airarafi.
