Background 

• Amnesty International’s decision to address limited aspects of abortion is a response to the s
it has documented on violence against women, forced pregnancy, and serious risks to a wom
The intent is to strengthen Amnesty’s work to protect women in these tragic circumstances.  

• The organization hopes that by working to stop violence against women, instances of forced 
pregnancies will be reduced, as will instances when termination of pregnancy is sought. 

• Women who are raped -- particularly when rape becomes a weapon of war in armed conflict
stigmatized; first, as victims of sexual abuse and then for becoming pregnant.  In war, rape is
community and family bonds through humiliation and shame. 

• In many countries, women who want to end their pregnancies have no option except life-thre
abortions. And each year, 70,000 women around the world die from unsafe abortions and an
life-threatening complications, including lifelong disabilities and infertility. This burden ove
women in the developing world.

• Opposing imprisonment and other criminal penalties for abortion, for women and providers.
• Urging governments to ensure access to health and other services to women who have comp

assault or incest -- or whose lives or health are at serious risk due to a pregnancy. Amnesty In
no immediate plans to begin campaign activities in this area. The organization will be workin
months to determine how to effectively engage on these issues.   

 
Takes No Position on Legalization and Other Related Issues 

• AI does not take a position on whether abortion is right or wrong or whether it should be leg
• AI does not seek to promote a “human right to abortion” and will not campaign for the legali

generally. 
• AI does not take a position on specific laws regulating the termination of pregnancy. 
• AI will not counsel individuals as to what reproductive decisions they should make.
