
Think Pink - Communication Skills to Defeat Overlords
Colors, sounds, and various commonly used systems can be used in unconventional 
ways. Each cell should invent it's own systems, so that a breach does little damage to the 
entire body. Here is an example of how our cell "Puts a Hex" on someone – blacklists 
them, communicates a key code, gives someone "the finger", to sign a code, etc. Songs 
containing note sequences are excellent, since they can be refered to openly and can 
contain codes in the lyrics, the notes, the album art, etc.

•Color references in HTML, CSS and X Window can be expressed with six hexadecimal digits (two 
each for the red, green and blue components, in that order) prefixed with #: white, for example, is 
represented #FFFFFF .  CSS allows 3-hexdigit abbreviations with one hexdigit per component: #FA3 
abbreviates #FFAA33 (a golden orange:     ).

Systems of counting on digits have been devised for both binary and hexadecimal. Arthur C. 
Clarke suggested using each finger as an on/off bit, allowing finger counting from zero to 1023 on ten 
fingers. Another system for counting up to FF  (25510) is illustrated on the right. 
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
