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Through a partnership with the U.S. Department of Agriculture-Rural Development, DRA uses the Rural Communities
Advancement Program (RCAP) to support agency programs and region-wide initiatives that build the capacity of rural
residents, while simultaneously improving the economic opportunities of their communities. This funding is directed

to communities and counties with a population of 50,000 or less.

Under the leadership of the Federal Co-Chairman, DRA utilizes the majority of its RCAP funding to implement the
region-wide initiatives that address the complexity of rural needs through innovative economic and community
development strategies. Examples of programs and initiatives funded through this program include the Delta
Workforce Program and the Delta Leadership Institute.

DRA allocates the remaining RCAP funds towards projects submitted to DRA by USDA-RD State Directors from
each of the eight states. Last year, DRA provided a total of $320,000 to USDA-Rural Development State Directors
($40,000 per state in each of the eight states) to fund eligible projects in designated persistent poverty counties.

In partnership with the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL) Employment and Training Administration (ETA) and the

Appalachian Regional Commission (ARC), approximately $29.2 million in grants was made available under the
Workforce Opportunity for Rural Communities (WORC) initiative to support workforce training and education in
rural communities across the DRA and ARC regions.

Authorized by the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act, WORC grants take a long-term view toward
assisting eligible communities in diversifying their economies and expanding partnerships by investing in
local strategies developed by regional partners.

The Delta Workforce Grant Program (DWP) targets federal resources towards
communities in the DRA region particularly hard hit by industrial downsizing,
business closures, and job losses as a result of the public health and economic WORKFORCE
crisis. More specifically, DWP supports projects and initiatives that create a . 3
more vibrant economic future for the region by expanding job training and
re-employment opportunities, aligning workforce and economic development
strategies, creating sustainable talent pipelines, establishing or enhancing
locally/regionally significant public-private partnerships, and supporting enhanced workforce productivity through
investments in innovative programming.

In 2021, DRA invested more than $1.9 million in grants ranging from $50,000 - $200,000 into 10 projects to address
the employment and training needs of the local and regional workforce, created in collaboration with community
partners and aligned with existing economic and workforce development plans and strategies. Programs funded
through DWP provide workforce training and education to individuals residing in the eight-state DRA region and
include at least one employer partner seeking to hire more skilled workers in a high-demand industry sector.

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In partnership with the U.S. Department of State, DRA’s Delta Doctors program helps address the health
disparities and high levels of health professional shortages by granting J-1 visa waivers for physicians who

are willing to provide medical services in distressed DRA communities. The program allows foreign physicians
who are trained in the United States to work in medically underserved areas for three years, but most doctors
placed through this program choose to continue serving their communities beyond their three-year commitment.
Physicians participating in the Delta Doctors program do not take jobs away from U.S.-born physicians, but
instead provide services in areas where there would otherwise be a shortage of physicians, increasing access to
affordable, quality healthcare. In 2021, DRA processed 107 applications for the Delta Doctors program.

Promoting a Healthy Delta

Delta Region Rural Health Workforce Training Program

Delta Regional Authority (DRA), in partnership with the Health Resources & Services
Administration’s (HRSA) Federal Office of Rural Health Policy, launched in 2021 the Delta
Region Rural Health Workforce Training Program, which supports education and training to
aid development of strategic workforce training for critical health administrative support
occupations. The program funds specialized training such as medical coding and billing,
clinical documentation, information management, and claims processing.

Louisiana Tech University was awarded a $600,000 grant through the Delta Region Rural
Health Workforce Training Program.

Louisiana Tech University, along with academic partner Bossier Parish Community College,
educational technology partner BetaFlix, Inc., and rural healthcare partners North Louisi-
ana Medical Center/Allegiance Healthcare Management and Jackson Parish Hospital have
come together as strategic network partners. The network will create a sustainable pipe-
line of trained rural health professionals and assist in retaining current healthcare staff in
nine rural parishes with opportunities for training and education in critical positions.

Promoting a Healthy Delta
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DRA partners with the U.S. Department of Defense (DoD) and the U.S. Military’s reserve
forces to host Innovative Readiness Training (IRT) medical missions, bringing medical,
dental, and optical care to Delta residents in need of quality healthcare at no cost to the
patients. IRT is a DoD military training opportunity that delivers joint training opportunities
to increase deployment readiness while simultaneously providing key healthcare ser-
vices with lasting benefits for Delta communities. By utilizing their extensive resources,
the military is able to meet some of the region’s most urgent healthcare needs. Among
the services provided during IRT missions are basic medical and wellness exams, vision
exams and single lens glasses, and dental exams and extractions.

In 2021, DRA hosted the Delta Wellness Mission, a tri-state mission located simultaneous-
ly in Lake Village, AR; Greenville, MS; and Lake Providence, LA.

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Delta Research Labor Market & Workforce Report

The Labor Market and Workforce Report, a study produced for DRA by the Center for Regional Economic Competitiveness
(CREC) in collaboration with EntreWorks Consulting (EntreWorks) with support and guidance from DRA, provides an evaluation
of the Delta Region’s labor market and identifies best practices for workforce development and education, including

recommendations for key stakeholders such as policymakers and economic development practitioners.

CREC and EntreWorks collected and analyzed quantitative data derived from publicly available sources and qualitative input
from focus groups, surveys, and case studies to offer key insights and recommendations in the report. The report offers
several key insights including:
¢ The Delta Region’s most prominent industry clusters overall are in healthcare, labor-intensive manufacturing, and
high-tech infrastructure.
While occupation clusters have lagged national growth rates, certain occupations, especially those related to
transportation and warehousing, were growing at rates far exceeding national averages (prior to
COVID-19 disruption).
The Delta Region is home to a large population of potential workers, but residents face many employment
obstacles including poverty and educational attainment, which is even more pronounced for people of
color and women.
The Delta Region is home to a diverse set of post-secondary providers that are evenly distributed across four-year,
two-year, and less-than-2-year institution categories; however, 60 percent of training and education programs

offered by these institutions are offered at or above the bachelor’s level.

The Delta Region’s 296 apprenticeship programs are primarily offered by construction industry businesses and
employ almost no women.

The supply of graduates from certificate and degree programs lags the number of job openings in most critical
occupations, but most concerning is the lack of training and upskilling for the incumbent workforce.

Strong local, regional, and federal level partnerships are essential for early and long-term program success.
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The Gulf Intracoastal Waterway Economic Impact Assessment, a study produced by the South Alabama Center for Business
Analytics, Real Estate and Economic Development (SABRE) with support and guidance from DRA, provides an evaluation of
the importance of the Gulf Intracoastal Waterway within the Alabama Black Belt region and includes recommendations for key
stakeholders such as policymakers and economic development practitioners.

SABRE supplemented data reporting by creating a regional Digital Atlas and through multiple entities. The assessment offers
several key insights including:

The Black Belt regional economy is small relative to Alabama, comprising only 5.2% of the state’s gross

regional product.

Total potential economic impacts from filling Import Gaps in 74 industries focused on waterway maintenance and
operations, including warehousing, distribution, logistics, and transportation functions, and on recreation and
tourism support 725 jobs, add $25.3 million in wages, create $34.5 million in new value, produce $86.4 million in
new revenues, and generate $11.1 million in new state and local taxes.

Black Belt residents perceive the proximity to minor tributaries as an economic-financial benefit, equating

to approximately $29,000 per household, and average aggregate economic financial benefits are potentially as
high as $722,512.

¢ The potential social cost of water quality degradation is $5,065 per mile of impaired waterway per household.
e While affordable and reliable cable and DSL broadband services are generally only available in the region’s few

urban areas, broadband internet service is available only to other areas via far less reliable satellite services.
Only 50% of Black Belt residents have access to municipal managed wastewater services, indicating a need for
municipal system expansions or upgrades and decentralized wastewater cluster systems of individual onsite
wastewater treatment systems.
Wilcox, Choctaw, Greene, and Clarke Counties offer several miles of unimpaired surface water with high
designated use tiers and little land disturbance and thus could provide enhanced economic development
leveraging the region’s many high-quality surface waters.
