Louisianans struggle to get the help they need.

More than half of people with a mental
health condition in the U.S. did not receive
any treatment in the last year.

Of the 194,000 adults in Louisiana who did
not receive needed mental health care,
41.8% did not because of cost.

8.9% of people in the state are uninsured.

Louisianans are over 4x more likely

to be forced out-of-network for mental
health care than for primary health care —
making it more difficult to find care and less
affordable due to higher out-of-pocket costs.
