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Introduction

399 photographs and additional negatives document the firm’s 
projects, including sorority houses, AISD school buildings, Bastrop State 
Park, Christ Lutheran Church, Episcopal Theological Seminary, Mueller 
Airport, Rockford Center, St. Elmo-tel, St. Stephen’s School, Trinity 
Lutheran Church, Westwood Country Club, and residences. The firm’s staff 
members and offices are also documented.

Winfred O. Gustafson was an Austin, Texas architect who designed homes, 
offices, churches, hotels, and restaurants from 1945 until his death in 1985. 
Photographs in the collection document some of his professional work, but 
the bulk were taken by Gustafson as inspiration for his artwork. Included are 
rural scenes in Central Texas of ranches, farms, houses, barns, outbuildings 
and businesses taken in the late 1960s and early 1970s and a small group of 
photographs taken in 1935 at Lake Don Martin in Mexico. Some of the 
Texas towns represented are: Stamford, Round Rock, Marble Falls, 
Fredericksburg, Smithville, Brackettville, Katy, La Grange, Hutto, New 
Sweden, Norman’s Crossing and Llano.

Photographs document construction of several schools, residences, the 
Lakeway Apartment Hotel, North Austin State Bank, Reynolds-Penland 
Store, Austin Public Library, St. Martin’s Lutheran Church, Texas Supreme

Hugo Franz Kuehne was an Austin, Texas based architect that organized the 
Architecture Program at the University of Texas in 1910 and went on to 
practice architecture in the private sector for another 53 years before retiring 
in 1961. The Photographs series is a mixture of undated photos of actual 
buildings and photographic prints of reduced-in-size architectural renderings 
and/or presentation drawings. Commercial, educational, ecclesiastical, public 
and residential projects are represented. Also included are three photo 
albums, two of which hold the representative work of Kuehne, Brooks & 
Barr, Architects and Southwestern Architects-Engineers. The third album is 
titled “Austin History Center” and includes photographs, slides and brochure 
pages of what appears to be projects completed by Brooks & Barr. The 
unidentified folder contains buildings designed by Kuehne, presumably built 
in Texas.

(Baylor University Student Union, USAF School of Aviation Medicine, John 
Sealy Hospital), public buildings (Hays County Courthouse, Texas Pavilion at 
Chicago Exposition, Texas State Capitol, Travis County Courthouse, U.S. 
Courthouse, Williamson County Courthouse), residences, and other 
commercial and unidentified buildings.

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Large Photography Collections  

The Austin History Center has some large archival collection from local professional photographers and 

photographic studios. Due to the large quantities of materials, not all collections have been fully cataloged. 

See descriptions of each collection for details on access and rights. 

 

Chalberg Collection of Prints and Negatives 
This large collection of prints and negatives spans 1901-1941. The holdings are from the Ellison photo 

company. The company was started in 1900 by E. P. Jordan and was originally the Jordan Photograph 

Company. Jordan occupied the second floor of 610 Congress. In 1914, Alfred Ellison and E. P. Cravens 

bought the company from Jordan’s widow and it became the Jordan-Ellison Photo Company. By 1919, 

Ellison was the sole owner, Jordan was dropped from the name and the Ellison Photo Company moved into 

the first floor of 615 Congress. Russell Chalberg joined the company in 1955 and purchased Ellison’s interest 

in 1963. 

The photographic archives of the Ellison Photo Company were donated to the AHC by Russell Chalberg in 

1969. The total number of prints and negatives combined was estimated at approximately 13,300. In 1981 an 

additional 1,277 prints and glass-plate negatives from the Jordan-Ellison Company were donated.  

The prints and prints made from the negatives have been distributed by subject throughout the AF subject, 

biography and house-building files. An index for all the Chalberg collection photographs does not exist, but 

the photographs are recognizable by their ID numbers in the format C#####.

Neal Douglass Photograph Archive , AR.2005.048 

Neal Douglass was the first photojournalist at the Austin American-Statesman. He started there as a writer and 

then in 1935 the paper sent him to UT to learn photography. With the help of his wife Elnora he developed 

his negatives at home in his kitchen because the Statesman did not have darkroom facilities. He had a deal with 

the paper that allowed him to run his own commercial photography business while he worked for the paper. 

Eventually he left the paper and worked exclusively on his commercial work.  

The Neal Douglass Collection primarily consists of photographic negatives but includes some contact prints. 

Items date from 1935-1970, with the bulk from 1950-1960. Subject matter includes portraits, wedding scenes, 

street scenes, aerial views, businesses (building interiors and exteriors and employees), advertising images, 

social events, and politicians.

Dewey G. Mears Photograph Archive, AR.2014.029 

Dewey Mears was the preeminent architectural photographer in Central Texas in the late 20th century. 

Originally from Lamesa, Texas, Mears began his interest in photography as a teenager. He studied in 

Lubbock, opened his own studio in Levelland, and was an official US Army photographer during World War 

II at Camp Swift. After being discharged, Mears began his career in Austin, taking a variety of jobs, including 

advertising and event photography. By the mid-1950s he focused his efforts on architectural documentation. 

Mears reproduced renderings and drawings, photographed building construction, and documented finished 

buildings, especially buildings in the celebrated mid-century modern style. Among the architectural firms 

represented in the collection are Jessen Jessen Millhouse & Greeven, Fehr & Granger, Kuehne Brooks & 

Barr, and Page Southerland Page, among many others. Prominent buildings pictured include Austin’s 

Municipal Auditorium, the Flawn Academic Center at the University of Texas, the Commodore Perry Hotel, 

the Driskill Hotel, and Villa Capri restaurant and hotel. In 1955 he became president of the Austin 

Photographers Guild and in 1956 received his Master’s Degree from the Photographers’ Association of 

America. In 1965 he became president of the Texas Professional Photographers Association and during his 

tenure he began their magazine, the Texas Professional Photographer. Over the years he earned 17 trophies from 

the Austin Guild and the TPPA.

Austin American -Statesman Photographic Morgue , AR.2014.039 

The Austin-American Statesman, Austin’s primary daily newspaper, dates back to 1871. They hired their first 

photojournalist in 1935 and continued to expand their photojournalism department. The original donation 

includes hundreds of thousands of photographic negatives in this photographic morgue document 

newsworthy events in Austin from September 26, 1958 to November 1982. A second donation was made to 

the Austin History Center in 2021 and includes photographic negatives and digital images dating from 1983-

2010. The second donation is currently uncatalogued. 

Subjects from the first donation include: politicians, especially Lyndon Baines and Lady Bird Johnson, and 

political events, including local elections; high school and college sporting events, especially football and 

baseball; fashion shows, beauty contests, and “ballyhoos”; social clubs such as Shriners, Elks, and the 

Headliners, wives clubs, Greek associations, and country clubs, especially Austin and Westwood country 

clubs; visitors to Austin; check presentations, groundbreakings, and other milestone events; fires and car

Most subjects are 

within Travis County, although occasionally events from outside the Austin area were documented. 

Basic information about the person or event shot was recorded in hand-written logbooks, which were more 

or less in chronological order. Logbooks for 1958-1980 have been transcribed on a spreadsheet linked to the 

finding aid. By 1981, the paper changed its organization of negatives. Logbooks were no longer used and the 

numbering system was re-started. 1981 has no index at this time; 1982 has a subject card index in alphabetical 

order rather than chronological order that has been transcribed in the aforementioned spreadsheet. Some 

information is available upon request for photographs taken from 1983-2009. Not all negatives have been 

rehoused and may not be accessible.
