Since this research was published in 2015,
two of the five Louisiana clinics have
closed, leaving only three abortion clinics in
this state.

The updated data below summarize how
far women have to travel now and if one,
two, or all three remaining clinics close as a
result of the Admitting Privileges law.

CLINICS CLOSE, 71% of
WOMEN will be OVER 150
MILES AWAY from the NEAREST
