FParties that have been directed by the Standing Committee to develop and implement a MIAP have each
identified a national focal point for MIAP matters.

National focal points for matters related to the illegal trade in rhinoceros horn

A key action arising from the CITES Rhincceros Enforcement Task Force meeting held in Mairobi, Kenya,
in Cctober 2013, was the identification of national focal points for matters related to the illegal trade in
rhinoceros hom.

All countries implicated in the illegal rade of rhinoceros horn 85 & range, transit or destination State were
encouraged to appoint a national focal point. The focal point is responsible for the facilitation of initial
contacts between relevant enforcement agencies within his or her country, and the authorities from any
requesting country on matters related to rhinocceres poaching and illegal rhincoeros homn trade.

Wildlife enforcement network focal points

recommendation of the CITES Rhinocercs Enforcement Task Force, the Seoretariat has prepared a
directory of wildlife enforcement network focal points to facilitate increased collaboration at the
subregional, regional and international levels.
